The age when you are required to register with 
Selective Service. You must register if you are between 
the ages of 18 and 26.

Your 26th birthday. Once you turn 26, you are 
permanently barred from ever registering.

You are required to register within 30 days of release, 
up to your 26th birthday. It’s the law.

Because all men are required to register with Selective Service, 
including those who were formerly incarcerated.
