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Civic engagement means being a part of something larger than one individual. Many people engage with their communities by participating in public hearings, voting or volunteering. Men are also asked to engage with their country by registering with Selective Service System. It’s not a time-consuming action and the chance of a draft is highly unlikely, but registering with Selective Service is a legal duty and a meaningful act of civic engagement that comes with major benefits for a young man’s life. 
When to Register
· The law requires that virtually all men living in the United States register with the Selective Service System regardless of citizenship status, including undocumented immigrants. 
· Men are legally required to register within 30 days of their 18th birthday. However, late registrations are accepted up until their 26th birthday.
Benefits of Registering	
· By registering with the Selective Service System, men protect their eligibility for:
· Federal student loans.
· Federally-funded job training programs.
· Good government jobs, including some careers in law enforcement.
· Drivers licenses in some states. 
· Additionally, immigrant men who register protect their eligibility for citizenship.
How to Register
· Online at www.sss.gov, click on the registration icon.
· At any U.S. Post Office, on the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA form), or at school through a Selective Service registrar.
Not only is this civic commitment required by law, but by doing so men take an important step in affirming the importance of their role as residents of the United States.
