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DACA and Selective Service Registration
The passage of Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA) legislation means that young undocumented immigrants living in the United States have one fewer obstacle in their path to a good education and a successful life. While this is a major step forward for undocumented immigrants, it’s important to remember that there could be more challenges ahead if a young man does not register with Selective Service System. Registering takes only two minutes, but failing to register could mean a lifetime of repercussions. That’s why anyone who works with young men, especially undocumented immigrants who may not get the message from a family member or friend, has a responsibility to let them know about the legal requirement to register.
Who Must Register
· Almost all male citizens and noncitizens between the ages of 18 through 25 are required to register with Selective Service. This includes undocumented immigrants, legal permanent residents, dual nationals and refugees.
· Men are legally required to register within 30 days of their 18th birthday. However, late registrations are accepted up until their 26th birthday. If a male immigrates to this country after his 18th birthday but before his 26th, he is legally obligated to register. 
· The only exceptions to this law are lawful non-immigrants on visas until their 26th birthday.

What’s at Stake
· Men who enter the United States ages 18 through 25 and who fail to register by their 26th birthday can be permanently barred from receiving:
· Citizenship before age 31.
· Federal student loans.
· Placement in federally funded job training programs.
· Good government jobs at the federal, state and municipal levels.

How to Register
· Men can register at any U.S. Post Office without a social security number.
· Men who have a social security number can register online at www.sss.gov.
